Par ticipants are required to take par t in all four sessions, and a three-hour fi eld project in
order to receive C.O.R.A.L. cer tification (Care of our Culture, Oceans, Reefs and Animal
Life). Training topics include marine ecology of theHawaiian Islands, protected species,
threats to coastal and marine environments, and marine life identification.

This is the four th time this popular program has been offered on O`ahu and it is expected to
fil l quickly. The registration fee for the 2009 training is $20.00.
